He served 4 terms and gained statewide popularity for his homespun wit and
integrity. Lincoln also began his private study of , borrowing books from aloca , and was
licensed to practice in 1836. Increasingly successful as a , he settled in Springfield. In 1842, he
married of Lexington, Ky., and 2 years later he formed a partnership with William H. Herndon
and went on to become one of Illinois ablest
In 1847, he was elected to the U.S. House of . During his single term he became known for
both his opposition to the and the institution of . He switched to the new

in 1856 and ran for the U.S. Senate against the " ," Stephen A.

Douglas. Though he lost, the race attracted national attention because of the debates over the issue of slavery in the
territories. On February 27, 1860, in New Y ork City, he delivered his brilliant speech, in

which he argued the Federal governments power to limit slavery in the territories. This greatly
Lincoln's standing in the country.
